Credits are earned by passing courses. Each year-long course is worth 10 credits, and each

semester-long course is worth 5 credits. The total credits required for graduation must be
earned by the day before Graduation, or the student cannot participate in the graduation
ceremony. The following graduation requirements begin with the Class of 2027.
